At Morganti, we prepare, and we care. These are the basic tenets of our COVID-19 site pre-

What is the Special Facility Construction Account? 
The Special Facility Construction Account is funded with Public Education Capital Outlay 
(PECO)1 dollars and provides construction funds to school districts that have urgent construction 
needs but lack sufficient resources and cannot reasonably anticipate sufficient resources within 
three years in order to fund these construction needs.2  Typically, small, rural school districts 
qualify for this funding because their property tax values are too low to fund a new construction 
project. 

Are there limits on the number of construction projects for which a 
school district may receive funding from the Special Facility 
Construction Account? 
Yes.  A school district is not eligible to receive funding from the Special Facility Construction 
Account for more than one construction project during any three-year period.3 

Does a school district have to meet certain criteria in order to receive 
funds from the Special Facility Construction Account? 
Yes.  A school district must meet the following criteria in order to receive funds from the Special 
Facility Construction Account:4 

 The construction project must be deemed a critical need and must be recommended for 
funding by the Special Facility Construction Committee.5
